WKC Treasurer’s Report 
By Tom Chase 

 

In this space each month, I’m planning to write a few words 
relating to the financial workings of the club, some aspect of 
how we make our money and how we spend that money. 
With our Fall Show just completed, this month’s notes will 
focus on the Wheatland Cluster.  
 
From a financial standpoint, this year’s Fall Show looks like it 
will turn out to be a bit better than average. The 2008 Fall 
Show was down quite a bit in entries, so it was heartening to 
see that entries were up by about a hundred dogs per day 
this year. The final numbers for the show are not in yet and 
won’t be complete until we get the Bicentennial Center final 
bill, which usually arrives in early November. But what we 
have so far is better than last year.  Due to the increase in 
conformation entries and slightly increased participation in 
the eye clinic and match, the revenue (money coming in) for 
the show is up by about $200 from last year.  Largely due to 
the fact that we had one fewer conformation ring and 
therefore one fewer judge to pay, our expenses are down 
from last year. So if the final bill from the Bicentennial Center 
is not abnormally big, we should do okay on this year’s show. 
Typically, a large majority of our income for the year comes 
from the Spring Show in Wichita, while we only break even 
on the Fall Show. Last year, with the unexpectedly small 
turnout, we actually lost money on the Fall Show. But this 
year, it looks like we may wind up slightly in the black.  
 
As always, if you have ideas about how we can cut costs or 
increase income from our shows, be sure to let us know, 
especially if those ideas don’t require a lot of additional 
manpower during the show week.  This month’s members 
meeting on October 12th will include a discussion of the Fall 
Show.  So bring your ideas on what went well, what didn’t go 
well, and what we all can do to improve our show.

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Wichitaôs AKC Delegate Report  
By Milli Dold  

 

The AKC Delegates met in Newark, NJ on Monday and Tuesday, Sept . 14 & 15.  I stayed at the 

Holiday Inn (cheaper) which is next door to the Host Hotel and always share a room with a Georgia 

delegate (even cheaper!).  I audited the Parent Club Committee in the AM with the Labrador 

Retriever Club of America reporting giv ing $10,000 to PAC.  
 

Grand Champion Proposal :   John Wade (AKC staff) explained the proposal for a Grand Champion 

title.  In 2008 , 19,998 dogs completed their championships, but after that 75% (14,956) competed 

less than six times.  This proposal is an effo rt to keep those dogs in the show ring for a longer 

period.  The judge could award BOB, BW, BOS, then a Select Dog and a Select Bitch.  If a Class dog 

or a Class bitch went BOB, there would be no  grand champion points awarded.  If a Class dog or 

bitch goes  BOS, there are no Gr. Ch. Points awarded in that sex.  Awards can be withheld if quality is 

not there.  Select awards do not impact Awards of Merit, which are the purview of the Parent Clubs.  

This competition stops at the breed and variety level.  Grand Champion points would be based on the 

existing breed point counts in each region.  To attain a grand champion status, you would need 25 

points including three majors. The award would be a light blue ribbon.  Dogs to be eligible HAVE TO 

BE ENTERED FOR BEST OF BREED COMPETITIONé.a ñmove upò would not be eligible. 

Example:  BOB (Ch. Bitch)  5 pts. (defeated 28 dogs and bitches)  

  BOX (Ch. Dog)   3 pts. (defeated 10 dogs)  

  Select Bitch       5 pts. (defeated 27 D&B, as BOB defeated her)  

  Select Dog         2 p ts. (based on 9 dogs as BOS defeated him)  

There was general discussion on altered and spayed veterans, a proposal that one or more other 

titles be required to gain GRCH title.  Pat shared with me that a PCA member had suggested that the 

completion of certa in health tests be required for the title, but apparently PCA never put forth the 

proposal.  (I thought this unfortunate, as I like the idea.)  
 

Group Realignment :   The Al. Malamute Club and Siberian Husky Club acknowledged that their letters 

had gotten in past the deadline given by the committee.  However, they want to remain in the 

Working Group.  Much discussion.   Rumor was that the Board was going to delay Tuesday vote.

Code of Ethics :  The committee is a sking that all clubs send in a copy of their Code of Ethics with 

comments as to what works and what doesnôt so that they committee can review and come up with a 

model code that can the n be sent out by AKC to new clubs along with the ByLaws and Constitution .
